House System

The house system at Otago Girls’ High School was
introduced in 2014.

The four houses are named after former students, all of
whom are important in the history of Otago Girls’ High
School and New Zealand. Flora Allan was Principal of
Otago Girls’ from 1912-1921, Ethel Benjamin was the
first woman law graduate in New Zealand, Margaret
Cruickshank was the first medical doctor to practise

in New Zealand and Yvette Williams was the first New
Zealand woman to win an Olympic gold medal.

Throughout the year students compete in a range of
competitions for which they earn points for their house.
Athletic sports, swimming sports, cross country, haka
and house singing are some of the events that will
contribute towards winning the house trophy.
